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Revised Guidelines for implementation of Kasturba Gandhi Balika
Vidyalayas (KGBV5s)
1. Background . _

11  The Kasturba Gandhi Balika Vidyalaya (KGBY) scheme was launched by the Government of
India in August, 2004 for sctting up residential schools at upper primary level for girls belonging
predominantly to the 8C, 5T, OBRC and minorities in difficult areas. The scheme of the KGBV ran as a
separate scheme but in harmony with the Sarva Shiksha Abhivan (SSA), National Programme for
Education of Gitls at Elementary Level (NPEGEL) and Mahila Samakhya (MS) for the first lwo years,
but has since 1% April, 2007 merged with the 5SA programme as a scparate component of that

programme.

2. Scope/ Coverage of the scheme

51  The scheme was applicable sinte inception in 2004, in Educationally Backward Blocks (LBBs)
where the rural lemale literacy is below the national average {46.13%: Census 2001) and gender gap n
literacy is mmore than the national average (21.59%: Census 2001). Among these blocks, schools may-be
set up in areas with: R

+ concentration of tribal population, with low female literacy and/or a large number of girls out

of school,
¢ concentration of SC, OBC and minority populations, with low female literacy and/or a large

number of girls out of school;

¢ areas with low female literacy; or
¢ arcas with a large number of small, scattered habitations that do not qualify for a school

22 The critéria of eligible blocks has been revised with eflect [rom 1" April, 2008 to include the
following:
& An additional 316 Educationally backward blocks with rural female litéracy below 30%; and

¢ 94 Townsicities having minority concentration (as per the list identified by Ministry of
Minority Affairs) with female literacy rate below the national average (53.67%: Census

2001).

3. Objective

3.1 Gender disparitics still persist in rural areas and among disadvantaged communities. Looking at
srrolment trends, there remain significant gzps in the enrolment of girls at the elementary level as
compared to boys, especially at the upper primary levels, The obiective of KGBY is fo ensure access
and quality education io the girls of disadvantaged groups of society by setting up residential schools at

emper primary level

4, Strategies

4.1 180 KGRV residential sehools have been sanctioned over the X Plan, period at an estimated cost
of Rs. 19.05 lakh as recurring cost and Rs. 26.23 lakh as non-recurring cosi, per school. intially, the
sroposed schools shall be opened in rented or other available Government buildings after deciding the
